Scientific activity: 

 

His scientific research has been carried out within the following lines: 

 

a) Systematics, taxonomy, faunistics and biology of Coleoptera Tenebrionoidea, 

particularly of the families Meloidae, but also Oedemeridae, Lagriidae, Ripiphoridae. On 

the first family he published several papers on taxonomy, faunistics, larval morphology, 

the keys and catalogue of the genera of the World, a large monograph, including a general 

systematic arrangement, two comprehensive phylogenetic studies (based on adult and 

larval morphology, and molecular characters), cantharidin effects. 

 

b) Biogeography of the Mediterranean areas of the World, with particular interest in 

the Mediterranean and Southern Africa regions. He published some general papers on 

beetles and cave fauna, including a monograph on the Cave fauna of the South Western 



Alps. The study of the significance of phoretic dispersal in the insular fauna was 

particularly probed. 

 

c) Herpetology, with particular interest in endangered species conservation, interspecific 

competition, trophic and reproductive niches of Mediterranean species, community 

assemblage. 

 

d) Study on phytophagous insect communities of Mediterranean primary or derived 

ecosystems. On this topic he worked on the coastal dunes, maquis, thermophilic 

woodlands, and mediterranean mountain pastures. 

 

e) Conservation Biology. He participated to several research projects financed by the 

Italian Ministry of University, the National Council of Researches, the National Science 

Foundation (U.S.A./Italy Cooperative Science Program) and other institutions. 

 

His is author of more than 370 scientific contributions, especially papers on international
